
We are excited about your 
choice to   participate in an 
AIM Outreach this year.  Over 
the next few months you will 
witness the hand of God in 
your life.  You will be 
astonished as you watch the 
Holy Spirit perform the 
miraculous in your midst.  This 
outreach will truly change your 
outlook and view on life. 
 
One exciting aspect of every 
mission outreach is the time 
before the actual event.  This is 
the preparation stage where 
God is preparing you as an 
individual and your entire team 
for one of the most incredible 
events in your lifetime.  During 
this time God is doing 
numerous things in the hearts 
and minds of every trip 
participant. 
 
Most people do not like fund-
raising.  They see it as a drag, 
headache, and much work.  
This perspective has been 
developed in their mind 
primarily from two sources. . . 
previous experience and 
comments from others who 
have been involved in the fund 
raising process. Even though 
this tends to be the most 
popular view of fund-raising, I 
believe it is the wrong view.  
Fund-raising in my mind is one 
of the most exciting and 
rewarding acts that we can 
involve ourselves with.  It’s an 
opportunity to watch the 
mighty hand of God at work. 
 
When one considers that Jesus 

talked more about money 
than any other subject, this 
will help develop a proper 
and more biblical view on 
fund-raising.   

Here are some 
positive results of 

fund-raising: 
 
¨ It is an opportunity to 

put God in a position 
where He will prove 
himself to you and your 
team. 

 
¨ It will develop team unity 

and greater vision for the 
outreach.   Whenever 
people work together, 
sacrifice together for a    
common project, the 
rewards are tremendous, 
both materially and 
spiritually. 

 
¨ It is opening the door for 

thousands of individuals 
to be blessed by God for 
participating in an 
activity that is furthering 
the cause of Christ 

around the world.  
Through their giving 
and financial support 
they are going to be 
blessed in an unusual 
way by the Holy 
Spirit. 

 

Fund-raising has 
been looked at in 
a negative way 
for two reasons.   

 
First, because most people 
that engage in fund-raising 
do so with the wrong 
perspective in their mind 
and heart.   
 
Secondly, because most 
have had a bad experience 
in fund-raising.  This is a 
result of the following:  
bad planning, choosing 
poor fund-raising events, 
overkill by doing too 
m a n y  f u n d - r a i s i n g 
campaigns over a short 
period of time.  
 
This manual will help 
change your perspective 
on fund-raising and 
present you with many 
ideas that will make fund-
raising an enjoyable and 
r e w a r d i n g  t a s k .  
Remember it’s not the 
amount of fund-raisers 
that you do that will raise 
the money needed for the 
outreach.  Instead it’s the 
quality of fund-raisers and 
how you choose to involve 
the Holy Spirit in your 
efforts.

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Instructions on 
Fundraising 

 

If you have signed up as an        
INDIVIDUAL and your church 
or youth group is not participating 
on the outreach, here is how you can 
use these ideas.  Look through all the 
ways to raise support listed throughout 
this manual.  After praying and 
evaluating which fund-raisers would 
be good for your church and the area 
in which you live, present the idea to 
your Pastor or Youth Pastor.  Ask him 
to support you in the endeavor and 
inform him that you would like to take 
the lead in setting up the fund-raiser
(s).  You will plan, organize, run the 
event, and recruit all volunteers. 
 
Convey to your Pastor or Youth Pastor 
the items that we mentioned in the last 
section in relation to you being part of 
an army.  Remind them that you are 
being sent out from your church or 
youth group to further the cause of 
Christ in another part of the world.  
Let Him know that you want the 
church or youth group to be part of 
this event.  You would like all 
members of the church or youth group 
to know that you will be representing 
them in another part of the world. 
 
If you are a GROUP 
LEADER and your church or 
Youth Group is participating 
in an AIM outreach, it’s your 
responsibility to provide ways for each 
team member to raise the support 
needed for the outreach.  Please look 
through the list of ideas and pray and 
evaluate which fund-raisers would be 
best for your church or youth group.  
Here is a suggested timeline format for 
fund-raising: 

 
There are many ways to raise money.  We 
There are many ways to raise money.  We 
have listed a few to help generate creative 
thoughts in your mind.  Please note that 
these ideas can be used by both an 
individual and a group that is participating 
on an outreach. 
 
Throughout the entire fund-raising 
campaign, it’s imperative that you keep 
the mission outreach as the focal point 
in any fund-raiser.  This will motivate 
people to give more generously because 

Proper Perspective On 
Fund Raising 

 

There are several areas you want to address 
and understand as you prepare to develop a 
proper perspective on fund-raising: 
 

 Get the whole youth group or church 
involved.  Even though everyone from the 
church will not be participating in this 
outreach, it’s still an outreach of the whole 
church.  The Body of Christ is an army and 
every person plays a strategic role in 
insuring that battles are won and not lost.  
There are soldiers who fight on the front 
line, soldiers who are trained for strategic 
missions, and soldiers who remain at home 
base and in safe zones to produce supplies 
and other important items to insure the war 
is won. 
 

 Help your youth develop a proper view of 
stewardship.  One of the best ways to raise 
money is to ask kids to tithe their income.  
Most people want to give, they just need to 
be challenged in a positive way. 
 

 Make sure the return is worth the effort.  
Plan, Plan, Plan ahead!  Make sure that the 
amount of time, effort and money put in to 
a fund raising project will be worth the 
return. 
 

 Ask. The biggest problem in fund-raising 
is our reluctance to come right out and ask 
for money.  Remember there are people 
who don’t have time to participate on 
missions trips but gain great joy in 
financially supporting others. 
 

 Don’t leave God out of the process.  With 
all our gimmicks and clever ideas for 
raising money, we can forget that our 
source of funds is the source of all things.  
We leave God out of the process at our own 
peril. 
 

There are two ways God will 
provide for this outreach...  

 

The first is through Miraculous  
Provision.  God simply does a miracle.  
Many young people have had their trip paid 
for in one lump sum by an anonymous 
giver.  Perhaps God needed to show that  
person that He is the great provider.   
 

The second way is Sacrifice.  We have 
witnessed hundreds of AIMers who had to 
sacrifice much in order to participate on a 
mission trip.  For some reason God wanted 
to teach them the importance of sacrifice 
and the rewards that are a result of it.  And, 
in many cases, God will use a mixture of 
both sacrifice &  miraculous provision. 

The Command 
 

We must be reminded that God  
commands us to go into all the 
world and preach the gospel.   

 
This is not an option,  

it’s a command,   
and this a command for all those  
who claim to follow Jesus Christ.    

 
Please be reminded that the  

Bible does not say “go into all the 
world if you are rich,  

or if your parents are rich.”   
  

If we are obedient to the Lord’s 
final command,  He will provide 

the  
resources to fulfill the command.   

 
It’s not our obligation to provide  

the money, it is His.   
Our obligation is to be obedient.   

 
God will provide the  

resources needed to enable us 
 to carry out His command!

they will be aware that this is a 
MISSIONs outreach. 
 
The key to effective fund-raising is 
proper motivation.  You should allow 
each student to apply any dollars 
they raise directly to their trip.   It’s 
unwise to throw all the funds in one big 
fund and divide equally.  This should 
only take place with church offerings 
and anonymous gifts for the outreach. 
 
Prayer is a key ingredient to every 
outreach.  It is vital that each team 
member create a team of volunteers 
that will pray for them on a daily basis.  
This is the first act that each team 
member should do in the fund-raising 
effort. 
 

HERE ARE SOME 
IDEAS: 

 

Mission Luncheons 
After Sunday worship services, many 
people eat out, so why not serve a hot 
lunch in the church at a reasonable 
price?  This will help create a missions 
awareness in the hearts and minds of 
people in your church.   
 

Auctions 
Enlist businessmen, travel agents, 
stores, service oriented businesses,  
restaurants and local church members 
to donate various new items and 
services for an auction.  Advertise in 
the local newspapers, on community 
billboards,  etc.   
 

Servant Auctions 
This is an auction that you should 
conduct within the confines of the local 
church.  Auction off team members to 
individuals or businesses to serve in a 
volunteer capacity for 8 hours to the 
highest bidder.  Usually each team 
member can raise between $50 - $150 
for this event. 
 

Crazy Stunts 
The group leader and well known 
personalities within the church offer 
themselves to participate in crazy 
events after a church service.  
Examples of these are: getting a pie in 
the face, shaving hair, beard, or 
mustache,  etc.  Set a goal of what it 
will cost to see certain events take 
place.  Example, if a leader were going 
to shave his head, you would set a 
figure like $5,000.  The bidding would 

start.  Each bid would count as an amount 
toward the goal.  Once the audience has 
pledged the $5,000 the head would be shaved 
on the spot.   
 

Flea Market 
Six weeks prior to the event place an 
announcement in the Church bulletin asking 
for people to donate items for the flea market.  
Over the next 4 weeks have team members 
pick up these items and store them at a single 
location.  2 weeks prior to the event, 
advertise the flea market to the public.  It’s 
important that you find a good location to 
hold the flea market.   
 

Windshield Wiper Brigade 
Enthusiastic students, armed with clean rags 
and window cleaner, work one afternoon at a 
parking lot of a large shopping mall (with 
permission from management).  Place large 
posters at the entrance of the parking lot & 
charge about 50 cents. The cleaning process 
takes about one minute per car & generous 
tips may be offered to the AIMer. 
 

Parents Night Out 
Offer church/community parents a night out 
that gives them a quality baby sitting service 
for one low price.  Parents drop children off 
at church at designated time, AIMers have 
activities prepared for children - enforce a 
strict pick-up time. 
 

Candy Sales 
This is an excellent fund-raiser that takes 
little effort.  Buy a variety of candy bars from 
places like Sam’s Club, Price Club, Costco, 
etc.  Mix up the candy in quantities of 50 for 
AIMers to sell.   
 

“THONS” 
Thons can raise thousands of dollars of 
support.  By far they are the most productive 
fund-raiser.  There are many thons that a 
group can participate in such as a Bowl-A-
Thon, Jog-A-Thon, Trash-A-Thon (get 
pledges for every pound of trash your group 
can pick up in a day) etc.  A Clean-A-Thon 
may raise more money than any other 
because you are doing something positive for 
the local community and people can see that 
your team is making a difference.   
Here is how to conduct a Clean-A-Thon: 
1.  Find an area in your city that is run down. 
2.  Go to the city council and inform them 
that your team would like to volunteer to take 
a day to clean up the area  (painting,  repairs, 
lawn care, planting flowers).  Ask them to 
write a letter endorsing that project. 
3.  Take that letter to the local police and 
inform them of your efforts.  Invite  them to 
take part by conducting an anti-drug 
presentation.  Have them involve their K-9 

unit for a special show.  Have them write a 
letter of endorsement as well. 
4. Present these letters with a cover letter to 
local businesses, asking them to donate 
supplies needed for the Clean-A-Thon. 
5.  Create a pledge form with a cover letter 
and distribute to each team member as well 
as others who would like to raise funds for 
this outreach.  In the cover letter explain that 
each potential sponsor is sponsoring a team 
member per hour to clean up the local 
community.  The funds being raised then will 
send the team member to a troubled nation to 
be a source of hope to hurting people. 
 

Buy A Mile 
Sketch a map of your travel route to and from 
your mission site.  Add up travel expenses 
and divide them by the total number of miles 
you’ll travel.  Using the cost per mile 
estimate, draw a red line over the route to 
show how far you’ll get on the money raised 
thus far.  Give Church members the 
opportunity during the next few months to 
help advance the teams journey by 
purchasing miles.  This idea can unify the 
church family and provide a great visual tool 
of how the fund-raising is going.  It is also 
wise to bring this visual tool to all fund-
raisers and have a box with envelopes 
available where people can buy miles and 
extend the trip. 
 

Spaghetti Feed 
This is always a quick and easy fund-raiser.  
Conduct this after a Church service and 
charge between $3 and $5 per person.  
Contact local grocery stores and ask them to 
donate all supplies. 
 

Golf Club Wash 
Set up a booth at the eighteenth green of a 
local golf course and offer to wash golf clubs 
for the tired hackers.  All you need is 
permission from the golf course pro, a pail of 
soapy water, a brush, a pail of clean water,  a 
coin collector, and a few towels.  For extra 
money, you can wax the wood and  use a 
metal polish on the irons.   
 

Car Wash 
Secure a good location and have an adequate 
supply of workers.  Car washes will generate 
more money if done on a donation basis.  
You can also sell hot dogs, chips, and sodas. 
 

Adopt-A-Student Program 
There are many adults within the local church 
who do not have children.  Many of these 
adults have a deep desire to “Adopt” students 
who are involving themselves in worthy 
projects and causes.  They will assist in 
sponsoring these young people.   
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thank-you card.  Do not neglect to do 
this and do it immediately. 
 
9.  Upon the completion of your 
outreach, send out a report to all 
your supporters.  Highlight exciting 
events that took place.  Tell a 
personal story of someone’s life that 
was changed in the location where    
you ministered.  Limit the report to 
two pages.  Try to include photos 
within the report.  You can do this 
by following the same instructions 
listed in #4 for your support letter.   
This report will cause   those who 
supported you to stand with you 
again on future outreaches. 

4.  We suggest that you include a 
recent photo of yourself in your letter.  
Use a school or other professional 
photo.  The best way to place your  
picture on each  letter is to go to a 
local print-shop with a black & white 
photo of yourself.  Show them  the 
letter and ask them to fit it in the top 
right hand corner.  This will cost you 
about $8.  Have them photo-copy the 
letter with your photo on it.  If they do 
not  have a good copy machine, bring 
your letter with the half-tone photo to 
a Kinko’s copy center.  Select a nice 
paper stock to help make your letter as 
professional as possible.   
 
5.  Within each letter, enclose a 
response envelope with a stamp on it.  
The address on the response envelope 
should be in your handwriting.  Put the 
local church address on the envelope.  
Once a donor     has responded with a 
monthly support promise, send them 
the form on page 6 with 3 more 
stamped envelopes addressed to your 
church. 
 
6.  Before you send out each letter, 
pray over each one.  Ask God to give 
you favor with those who will receive 
it.  Mail the letters five days before the 
1st or 15th of the month. 
 
5.  Pray every day for your supporters.  
Wait two weeks and examine the 
response from the original list of 
letters that you sent out.  For those 
who did not respond, pray about 
calling them.  If you decide to call   
them, inform them over the phone 
about what you are doing.  Remind 
them of the letter you sent and ask 
them if they might consider supporting 
you.  Inform them of how much 
money you have raised thus far.  Invite 
them to be a part of this missions 
endeavor.  Following the phone call, 
send them a thank-you letter for taking 
the time to listen to you.  Do this even 
if they do not support you!  This will 
touch their heart and could cause them 
to support your endeavor. 
 
8.  For each person that responds to 
your appeal, phone them and thank 
them.   Also send them a personal 

The Support Letter campaign is one of 
the most  productive fund-raisers to 
generate support for mission outreaches.  
It is also a way to involve those who are 
unable to participate on the mission 
outreach by traveling with the team. 
 
One of the most common misconceptions 
about support letters is that you are 
begging for money.  This is the furthest 
thing from the truth.  In reality you are 
actually inviting people to be part of a 
tremendous event.  You are giving them 
an opportunity to be blessed by the Holy 
Spirit.  Whenever a person gives a 
financial gift to help send someone to 
another corner of the earth to preach the 
gospel, they will receive a tremendous 
blessing from God. 
 
There are many ways to conduct a 
support letter campaign.  After years of 
research and assisting thousands of 
individuals, we have found that the 
following ideas work best.   
 

Please follow these  
guidelines in your  

support letter campaign 
 
1.  Prayerfully put a list together of 
people who you personally know.  Begin 
to pray for each of these individuals.  
Ask God to open their heart to support 
you on your missionary endeavor. 
 
2.  Categorize these individuals in the 
following categories: family, friends, 
parent’s friends, and influential adults 
within your life that you have built a 
relationship with. 
 
3.  Once you categorize every person on 
your list, choose one of the two letters  
provided to send them.  
 
The difference in the two letters is simply 
this:  one asks for a one-time gift while 
the other asks for a four month 
commitment of $25 each month.  Most of 
our International outreaches cost between 
$900 and $1200.  If you choose the 
monthly support letter you would only 
need 9-12 people to support you.  
 

 

A Final Note
